» In Spanish, the numbers 1-15 have their own unique names. After 15, the numbers
have names that are really two numbers linked by a y or i, which mean “and.”

» The numbers 16-19 and 2129 have names which consist of the names of two
smaller numbers, joined into one word by 1.

Examples: 18 = dieciocho or “ten and eight”
23 = veintifrés or “twenty and three”
